On May 21st, 2013, a sub/committee meeting was held with regards to a City Ordinance to permit the keeping of farm animals and fowl for personal use.  At the close of this meeting, a motion was made to have the Animal Advisory Committee report on this issue.

The Animal Advisory Committee held a meeting on June 26th, 2013 to address both this and other animal issues.  

The following is a list of concerns brought forth at this meeting with regards to Fowl:

1. Space – lot sizes

2. Permits

a. Building inspector needs to inspect coops

b. Code inspector needs to enforce zoning

c. Health inspector needs to inspect  health issues

d. Animal control officers need to inspect animals

e. Animal control officers need to issue citations for animal enforcement issues 

6. Strain on the budget

a. Cost increase for city departments

i. Building department 

ii. Code enforcement

iii. Health department

iv. Animal Control department

v. City Clerk office

vi. Appeals office for hearings

b. Cost of increased calls for animal control officers

c. Cost of quarantine for chickens (48 hour state mandated)

d. Cost for surrenders and seized animals

At the close of the Animal Advisory meeting, a motion was made to have a cost analysis factor done for the housing of loose, surrendered, seized or abandoned chickens.  The results will be made available at the next City Council/Sub Committee meeting.
